EDITOR’S NOTES
1) Team London Bridge’s mandate is to: ‘to make London Bridge a world-class business district and visitor destination that is better managed, cared for and connected’.

2) Team London Bridge (formerly the London Bridge Business Improvement District Company) was created in 2006 after rate-paying local businesses voted to create a Business Improvement District (BID) and pay into a community fund.  A vote in autumn 2010 will decide if local businesses want Team London Bridge to carry on for a second five year term until 2016.

3) There are currently approx 270 levy paying businesses in the Team London Bridge BID area and 406 heriditements (business premises). An estimated 32,000 people are currently employed in these businesses.

4) Team London Bridge delivers projects and services under five key headings: Security & Safety; Visit Us (area promotion); Environmental; Building Bridges and Advocacy & Networking.
5) There are now 23 Business Improvement Districts (BIDs) in London and 95 across the UK and Ireland.
6) Team London Bridge is a legacy organisation of the Pool of London Partnership.
